You will select to do 1 of 3 Ch. 3 assignments:

2.  PROJECT 3, GROUP OR INDIVIDUAL page 91

3.  PROJECT ASSIGNMENT, INDIVIDUAL ONLY page 92

EACH OF THESE 3 MUST FOLLOW THE PRESENTATION FORMAT OUTLINED ON PAGE 93. 

A. You must include at least 6 slides, a minimum of 1 video and 1 audio clip.  You can also bring in physical objects.

B. Create a statement of the presentation’s purpose and identify the target audience.

C. Choose an appropriate design theme and color scheme for the presentation.

You can choose to use Microsoft Powerpoint to make a slideshow. Weebly also has a slideshow. For those of you familiar with other software such as Lightroom that can create slideshows, feel free to use these other resources. 

GROUP INSTRUCTIONS:

PROJECT 1 – GROUP:  pick a MULTIMEDIA history topic, Example: Cameras. Each person in your group must research a particular type of camera. Your presentation then would cover the history old to latest cameras. There needs to be one consistent design, use of fonts, etc used for the presentation.
